VOLUNTEER APPRECIATION DAY LUNCHEON

Volunteers live to give!!

T HE Volunteer Department
would liketo thank everyone
who came out for thisyear’s
Volunteer Appreciation Day Luncheon
May 8 at Edgewood Country Club.
We d aso liketo thank volunteer
Bill Dobbs for sponsoring the event,
aswell asthe club’s staff for making it
such awonderful and specid occasion.
| often get the question, “How
many volunteersdo you have?’ | have
found over the yearsthat, no matter how
many peoplewetrain, themailing list
saysat about 270 active volunteers.

In 2007 HospiceCare volunteers
reported 15,885 hours. Those reported
hours represent asavingsto HogpiceCare
in excess of $285,000 and represent a
weekly average of 305 hours or the
equivaent of 7.6full-timegtaff members,
compared with 2006 volunteer hoursthat
wereequivaent to 6.8 full-time gaff.

Alsoin 2007, volunteers reported
115,325 miles, for an average of 2,217
miles per week driven on behalf of
HospiceCare. Compared with 2006
figures, volunteer mileageincreased
by 357 miles per week.

| emphasize reported because we
know there are aways more hours
that have not been turned in.

In the past, HospiceCare did not
reimburse mileagefor volunteers.
Last fal wegradually implemented a
mileage reimbursement process
restricted to assigned tasks for a
specific patient. We have started
dowly with thisprogram until wecan
determine theimpact on the Volunteer
Department’s budget.

Here are some numbers In September
2007 thereimbursement for the previous
quarter was $370; in December 2007
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Morton Talbot Ruth Peyton
reimbursement for the quarter was $711;
for thefirst quarter in March 2008 we
reimbursed $2,192. Needlessto say,
wewill haveto put additional money
in the budget for next year.

At the luncheon, we acknowledged
dedicated volunteers Ruth Peyton and
Morton Talbott, both of whom reached
their 20" year of service this year.

Ruth Peyton hasfilled severd roles
snce 1988, including beingahomecare
companion, anAnge Watchvoluntesr,
board member, roleplay, and fundrai e,
just to name afew.

Ruth has served numerous patients
over theyears, often being assigned to
more than one patient at atime. Most of
her assgnmentswerelong term. Sheiis
afaithful LoveLight Treevolunteer
eech year. Ruth dso served eight years
as avaued member of the Board of
Directors; her love and compassion for
the patients and staff provided vauable
ingght to the Board.

You may have seen the newspaper
article about Morton afew Sundays ago.
Morton hasa sofilled saverd roles
over theyears, including home care
companion, trangportation, oecia events,
andvolunteer training, just tonamea
few. Probably thefirg timel saw
Morton, hewaspickingupauminum
cansand taking them to berecycled.

Morton has sent us “ retirement”
letters at least twice, in 2004 and
2005, citing variousreasonsfor his
leaving. But, | can’t remember him
ever saying “No” to an assgnment,
even after he retired!

In his January 2004 retirement
letter, Morton said, “ Inlooking at the
records I’ ve kept, | was active with
Hospicefor 14 years and 3 months.
During that time, | served 2,989 hours
(equdl to 2-1/2 months of 40 hour
weeks) and traveled 32,223 miles
(equdl to 1-1/8 timesaround the
earth). The shortest round trip was 1
mileand thelongest 106 miles, the
average was about 20 or 25 miles.”

Thereisno way for meto know how
many patients Morton has been assgned
over theyears, but he could probably
tell medl their names. | checked our
most-recent computer records, which
go back to 2004, and Morton has
visited 40 patientsin that time. Some
were long-term assignments of severa
months and afew were one-time
vidits or transportation errands. B,
we know that the lives of all 40 of
those patients and their familieswere
touched by this dedicated volunteer.

Thank you, Ruth and Morton, for
your fine examples of caring and
dedicated service to hospice patients
andfamilies.

Indosing, wecan't thank you enough
for al you do asvolunteers. Whatever
your tasks, they al support the care
of our patientsand families. Winston
Churchill said, “Wemakealiving by
what we get, but we make alife by what
wegive.” | am honored and blessed to
bein the company of peoplewith very
rich lives because of al they give. <
